Powerful Schools. All classes will begin and end in the lunchroom.

3. Tuition:  Class tuition is noted in the course description.  Tuition is 
due at the beginning of each session, unless special permission is  

         given by the site coordinator and a payment plan has been  
         arranged. 
  

Partial / Full Scholarships:  Scholarships are awarded based on need 
and a first come, first serve basis.  You may request one full  
scholarship per family.  In order to do so, Powerful Schools needs  
verification of income ( food stamp card, pubic access medical, etc.  
are acceptable).  You must send income verification along with your 
registration.  This information will be considered confidential and 
not shared with anyone.  
 

4.    Course Cancellation:  Powerful Schools reserves the right to cancel or  
        modify classes when necessary.  Courses are canceled if the minimum  
        enrollment of students is not reached before the first class meeting.  If a   
        course is canceled, students and parents will be notified by phone. 

Refund Policy: 

 When classes are canceled by Powerful Schools, complete  
          refunds are given. 

 Students who withdraw before the second class will receive 75% 
of their tuition costs. 

 After the second class, no refunds will be given.
